Head Pastry Chef Nick Patterson has created just 100 

limited-edition, hand-crafted Deco eggs using the finest Valrhona chocolate in 3 varieties 

using dark, milk and white chocolate. Each egg is filled with a selection of home-made 

Champagne truffles and carefully packaged in a glamorous eau de nil coloured box. 



Claridge’s Easter egg is wrapped in a black and white Art Deco foil and tied with a black 

satin bow.  

 

The specialized and delicate craft of chocolate-making is put to the test as Claridge’s’ 

pastry team gathers every year to create the iconic Easter eggs for the season. Using the 

finest cacaos, two halves are created, cooled and filled with the hotel’s legendary 

chocolate truffles. The eggs are closed with absolute precision after which the black and 

white foil is applied to protect the chocolate and add a touch of Deco glamour. One tonne 

of chocolate is consumed at Claridge’s every year and during the peak season, the pastry 

chefs make between 2,500 and 3,000 truffles alone!
